Reader A reading from the letter of St Paul to the Philippians. 
(Philippians 3; 8-14) 

Brothers and Sisters: I count everything as loss because of 
the surpassing worth of knowing Christ Jesus my Lord. For 
his sake I have suffered the loss of all things and count 
them as rubbish, in order that I may gain Christ and be 
found in him, not having a righteousness of my own that 
comes from the law, but that which comes through faith in 
Christ, the righteousness from God that depends on 
faith — that I may know him and the power of his 
resurrection, and may share his sufferings, becoming like 
him in his death, that by any means possible I may attain 
the resurrection from the dead. 
Not that I have already obtained this or am already perfect, 
but I press on to make it my own, because Christ Jesus has 
made me his own. Brothers and sisters, I do not consider 
that I have made it my own. But one thing I do: forgetting 
what lies behind and straining forward to what lies ahead, 
I press on towards the goal for the prize of the upward call 
of God in Christ Jesus.

the morning he came again to the temple. All the people 
came to him, and he sat down and taught them. The scribes 
and the Pharisees brought a woman who had been caught 
in adultery, and placing her in the midst they said to him, 
‘Teacher, this woman has been caught in the act of 
adultery. Now in the Law, Moses commanded us to stone 
such women. So what do you say?’ This they said to test 
him, that they might have some charge to bring against 
him. Jesus bent down and wrote with his finger on the 
ground. And as they continued to ask him, he stood up and 
said to them, ‘Let him who is without sin among you be the 
first to throw a stone at her.’ And once more he bent down 
and wrote on the ground. But when they heard it, they 
went away one by one, beginning with the older ones, and 
Jesus was left alone with the woman standing before him. 
Jesus stood up and said to her, ‘Woman, where are they? 
Has no one condemned you?’ She said, ‘No one, Lord.’ And 
Jesus said, ‘Neither do I condemn you; go, and from now 
on sin no more.’

Please sit for the Homily from Fr Paul. 
 
All stand to say the Nicene Creed: 

People I believe in one God, the Father almighty,  
maker of heaven and earth, of all things visible and 
invisible.  
I believe in one Lord Jesus Christ, the Only Begotten Son 
of God, born of the Father before all ages. God from 
God, Light from Light, true God from true God, begotten, 
not made, consubstantial with the Father, through him 
all things were made. For us men and for our salvation 
he came down from heaven, and by the Holy Spirit was 
incarnate of the Virgin Mary, and became man. For our 
sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate, he suffered 
death and was buried, and rose again on the third day in 
accordance with the Scriptures. He ascended into 
heaven, and is seated at the right hand of the Father. He 
will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead 
and his kingdom will have no end. 
I believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who 
proceeds from the Father and the Son, who with the 
Father and the Son is adored and glorified, who has 
spoken through the prophets. I believe in one holy, 
catholic and apostolic Church. I confess one Baptism for 
the forgiveness of sins and I look forward to the 
resurrection of the dead, and the life of the world to 
come. Amen. 

 
Please remain standing for the Prayers of Intercession. 
The Priest introduces and concludes the prayers. 

Priest On this day that the Lord has made let us give God the 
glory, and let us pray to the Father through his Son who 
suffered on the Cross for the world’s redemption.   
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Reader Lord, in your mercy, / Lord, hear us.

When the prayers of the saints are asked,

womb, Jesus: Holy Mary, Mother of God, pray for us 
sinners, now and at the hour of our death. Amen. 

In conclusion to the prayers:

People Accept these prayers for the sake of your Son, our 
Saviour Jesus Christ.

Please sit, as bread and wine are brought to the altar, and the choir sing: “God 
so Loved the World” by Sir John Stainer (1840-1901).
